CINA Division attorneys represent parents across the state, but interns and law clerks are assigned to CINA offices in Rockville, Upper Marlboro, or Baltimore City.

RESPONSIBILITIES: preparation for trial, mediation, discovery, case planning, investigation, witness coordination, legal research, drafting documents, motions and legal memoranda, and assisting during trial.
