 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1INTERN INVESTIGATOR JOB POSTING
DESCRIPTION:  The State of Maryland, Office of the Public Defender has 12 District offices and 7 Divisions throughout the State of Maryland and is seeking law students, college students and recent graduates to work as investigative interns assisting in the defense of criminal cases in the various county Circuit, District and Juvenile Courts.  The OPD is interested in recruiting volunteer interns, interns for school credit or students who have obtained grant or work study funds.  The internship is an exciting, hands-on, in-the-field experience for law students and college students at all levels and majors.  Intern investigators assist lawyers in investigating the facts of their cases and preparing for trial.  Working in teams of two, interns’ duties can include locating witnesses, conducting interviews, obtaining written statements, performing criminal background checks, reviewing crime scenes, serving subpoenas, preparing trial exhibits, and testifying in court.

In order to provide students with the skills and tools to perform the job, the program begins with a training orientation.  Students are given an Investigator Handbook, which they will use throughout their training and internship.  Orientation classes include, but are not limited to:  case management and organization, theories of defense, reading police reports, understanding system-wide case-flow, interviewing techniques, requirements for taking formal written statements, and serving subpoenas.  Following this initial training, students are paired-up and then assigned a variety of cases with different OPD attorneys, who will directly supervise the work of the intern.   This ensures a diverse and comprehensive experience for the intern. 

In order to effectively use the student investigators, OPD requests that in the summer, students commit to a minimum of three full days per week, and priority is given to students who can work forty hours each week.  During the school semesters, the work schedule is more flexible.  Priority is also given to students with cars, since much of the work is performed outside of the office.
